Before Endoscopy

Preparation is needed for your endoscopic pro-
cedure. Your doctor’s office will give you these
instructions prior to the date of your procedure.
Should you have questions or concerns, please
call your doctor’s office or the Texas Inter-
national Endoscopy Center.

On the day of the procedure, please wear
comfortable clothes and leave your valuables
at home.

Preparation for Sedation
Gl endoscopic procedures are performed in a
relaxed state (conscious sedation) making you

as comfortable as possible.

Please consult with your doctor if you have any
questions about your medications.

If you normally take medications in the morning,
take them on the day of the procedure as well,
except:

e |buprofen and related medications should be
stopped at least 5 days ahead.

® Let your doctor’s office know if you are taking
blood thinners.

* |f you have heart disease, ask your doctor
about stopping aspirin.

* Insulin should not be taken on the morning of
your procedure.

e |f you need to take medications less than 2
hours before your procedure, take them with
a small sip of water.

* You will not be able to drive yourself home
after the procedure. Please make arrange-
ments in advance for someone to drive you
home and be with you following the procedure.

After Endoscopy

After leaving the procedure room, you will be
moved to the recovery area where nurses will
care for you until you are awake and comfort-
able. Your family member or friend may join
you at this time. Once you are ready to leave
and have a responsible adult to drive you
home, you will be discharged.
